COURSE OVERVIEW

Work Zone Traffic Management involves the
management of traffic through, around and past
roadwork sites whilst balancing the safety needs of
both workers and road users such as drivers, cyclists
and pedestrians.

In South Australia, the Department of Infrastructure
and Transport (DIT) govern the safe undertaking of
Work Zone Traffic Management.

DIT require you to undertake a refresher course
every three years.

At all times whilst workers are present at a worksite
at least one worker must carry a current Work Zone
Traffic Management accreditation card.

COURSE DURATION

This course is one (1) day.

DELIVERY AND ASSESSMENT

This course is delivered and assessed face to face.

There are theory and practical fraining and
assessment components to the course.
